　　Nowadays there is less and less contact(联络) between the old and the young. There are mainly four reasons for this, including the breakdown of the big family, working parents with little time to take care of their child, families that have moved away, and smaller flats with no room for grandparents. But the results are the same - increasing numbers of children without grandparents and old people who have no contact with children, more old people who are lonely and feel useless, and more and more families with young children who need more love and care. It’s a big problem in many countries.
　　Now intergenerational(代际交流) programmes, designed to bring the old and the young together, are growing popular all over the world. There are successful examples of such programmes. There are schemes(方案) which involve older people visiting families who are having problems, maybe looking after the children for a while to give the tired mother a break. Or “adopt a grandparent” schemes in which children write letters or visit a lonely old person in their area. One successful scheme in London pairs(使结对) young volunteer with old people who are losing their sight. The young people help with practical things such as reading newspapers, reading bank statements and helping with shopping, and the older people can pass on their knowledge and experience to their young visitors. For example, a retired judge may be paired with a teenager who wants to study law.

　　（1）作文共18分，其中内容7分和语言8分，组织结构3分。
　　（一）内容：
　　7分    内容切题，意思连贯，表达清楚、完整。
　　5-6分  内容基本切题，意思大致连贯，表达基本清楚，但不够完整。
　　3-4分  内容不够切题，意思不够连贯，表达不够清楚，离题目要求较远。
　　0-2分  文不对题，表达不清。
　　（二）语言：
　　① 拼写：每错扣0.5分，同一错误不重复计数。
　　② 语法：同①
　　③ 标点符号、大小写：每两处错误扣0.5分，但标点符号和大小写的扣分总和均不得超过一分。

　　① 内容充实，不写废话；上下文连贯、用语规范、表达正确、无或少见语法错误；词汇和句型句式运用恰当，多见好句型和习惯表达用语者，可给3分。
　　② 一般情况下，内容和语言积累得分在14分以上者（含），方可得到2-3分组织结构分。
　　③ 内容和语言在13分以下者，如文中有值得肯定的好的句型和表达，可酌情考虑给1分组织结构分。
　　④ 通篇句型、句式单一。词汇贫乏者，即使无语法错误，一般亦不于给组织结构分。
