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The doctors were wrong ––he didn’t die. He can’t walk now, but he uses a wheelchair. He talks with the help of a computer. After Oxford, Stephen went to Cambridge University. Three years later, in 1965, he became a doctor (博士)of philosophy(哲学).

With this new way of thinking, he became one of the most famous scientists in the world. In1981, he met the Pope (教皇) in Rome.They talked about his ideas.
