But I think those of us who live in large cities in Asia would
be cheating ourselves if we said this is the only time we are busy shopping. No, from Bangkok to
Singapore , from Shanghai to Manila, shopping—especially shopping in large shopping centers—is
a year—round activity.

Shopping centers are good. They show Asia’s surprising economic (£¥ () growth, and
how far we have come in such a short time. For many of the older generation who can remember a
time when everyone lived in villages and there was no running water, the air-conditioned shopping
center means comfort, choice, luxury (FE4) and better times.

Now, it seems our usual activities happen in the shopping center—it s where we shop, eat,
watch movies, meet our friends or just generally walk around.

‘The saddest thing is that the modern shopping center has stopped us from many beautiful,
necessary and important activities.
