There are many unusual hotels around the world. In Greenland, there is a hotel made out of ice , open between December and April every year. In Turkey, there is a cave hotel with a television, furniture, and a bathroom in each room. And in Bolivia, there is the Salt Palace Hotel.
Thousands of years ago, the area around the Salt Palace Hotel was a large lake. But over time, all the water disappeared. Today, the area has only two small lakes and two salt deserts.
The larger of the two deserts, the Uyuni salt desert, is 12,000 square kilometres. During the day, the desert is bright white because of the salt. There are no roads across the Uyuni desert, so local people must show guests the way to the hotel.
In the early 1990s, a man named Juan Quesada built the hotel. He cut big blocks of salt from the desert and used the blocks to build it. Specially, everything in the hotel is made out of salt: the walls, the dome roof, the tables, the chairs, the beds, and the bar. 
The sun heats（使变热）the walls and roof during the day. At night the desert is very cold, but the rooms stay warm. The hotel has twelve rooms. A single room costs＄40 a night, and a double room costs＄60.

The year 2009 is the Year of Ox. The ox is a representative of the farming culture of China. In the farming economy (经济), oxen are the major animals pulling plows (犁).
    Of course, the good of oxen is not limited to plowing. In fact, they are seen as "boats on land" for their ability to carry loads. Besides, the whole body of an ox is full of treasures. Their meat and milk is food full of nutrition, and their skin can be used to make clothes and shoes. With all these qualities, oxen are regarded as generous creatures.
In the past, oxen played an important role in the spiritual life of the Chinese. Even today, oxen still play a special part in some folk activities. For example, some people who live in southwest China will cook cattle bone soup and share it among family members when holding the ceremony for children who reach 13. They believe that the cattle bone soup represents the blood relationship among family members. In order to express their love for oxen, people in some other areas will run to shake off diseases on the 16th day of the first month by the lunar calendar (农历), and during their run they will take their oxen along, which indicates they regard the creature as human.
    Because of the contribution of oxen in their lives, the Chinese people are very grateful to the animal. In addition, the use of oxen in ceremonies and the thanks people owe to oxen help to develop various traditional customs, which becomes an important part of the folk culture of the Chinese nation.

By 1990,according to a World Wildlife Fund（WWF）report, only about 4,500 tigers survived throughout the world --- half of them in India. Mr. Foresters, who followed and counted tiger footprints, estimated（估计）that in May 1992 only about 1,800 tigers existed in India. Project Tiger supported by WWF was immediately launched. Project Tiger is to protect tigers from being killed. So, nine tiger reserves were created, with armed guards protecting them.
The project provided opportunities for researchers from India and abroad to study tigers in the reserves and gather unavailable information about their habits. Studies show that a male tiger may control a hunting territory of between 10 and 20 sq. kms, depending on its age, size, and strength.
The territory of a male includes the smaller territories of three or four tigresses. A tiger marks the boundaries of its by spraying urine（尿）and other bodily liquids. But it tries to avoid territory fights, guided by the body smell of other tigers. Tigers fights to death only when a tigress is defending her young, or when a tiger is guarding a tigress from the attention of other males. 
The popular image of the tiger is that of a cruel and undefeatable hunter. But studies show that it catches only one of 20 victims when it tries to attack.
Fears have recently developed that Project Tiger has been too successful. It has enabled the tiger population to double but India’s human population has also grown out of control. The land problem is becoming serious and many rural people feel angry about the fact that some rich forests are kept for tigers. A growing number of attacks by tigers on man have added to the hostility（敌意）.
