What are you interested in? If you like football, for example, you could start a conversation with others who like football. 
The easiest way to start talking to people is to find something you have in common. If you are standing beside a group of your classmates, join in their conversation if you know something about the subject they are discussing. But if you don'ｔ, you shouldn't feel afraid to say, for example, “That sounds interesting. What is it about?” 
Once you start talking to one person, it will get easier to talk to others. And once you become friends with someone, his friends will start talking to you too.

第三档（好）：A） 6—8分； B） 9—11分 
完成了试题规定的要求，应用的语法结构和词汇能满足题目的要求，符合英语表达习惯, 基本没有语法和词汇错误，达到了预期的写作目的。 
第二档（一般）：A） 3—5分； B） 5—8分 
未恰当完成试题规定的要求，漏掉内容要点，未描述清楚主要内容，写了一些无关内容，有语法和词汇错误，影响了对写作内容的理解，信息未能清楚地传达给读者。 
第一档（差）：A） 1—2分； B） 1—4分 
未完成试题规定的要求，明显遗漏主要内容，写了一些无关内容，语法结构单调，词汇项目有限，有较多语法和词汇错误，影响对写作内容的理解，信息未能传达给读者。 
0分 
未能传达给读者任何信息：没有内容或内容太少，无法评判，写的内容均与所要求内容无关或所写内容无法看清。 
三、说明： 
1．内容可用不同方式表达。 
2．对紧扣主题的适当发挥不予扣分。
