When you
know what has got you to feel blue, talk about it with a caring friend. Talking is a way

Second, take a walk for 15 or 30 minutes every day—or dance, or bike if you
prefer. If you need to be encouraged, make yourself do exercise anyway Once you get
into the exercise habit, it won't take long to notice a difference in your mood.

Next, depression can affect a person’s thoughts, making everything seem
‘hopeless. If depression makes you notice anly the bad things, try to notice the good
things. There are both good things and bad things in life. The more good things you
notice , the less depression you'll feel

Then, try to do something fun for yourself For example, you can take time to
play with a friend or a pet.
