The sun was  probably the world’s first“clock"，except in。the far north，where the Eskimos(爱斯基摩人)live．There，it’s dark most of the winter，and light most of the summer．But in most of the world，people have used the sun for a clock．Even today，if you don’t have-a clock，you still know that when the sun shines，it’s day，and when it’s dark，it’s night．The sun can not only tell you whether it’s day or night but also it’s morning，noon，or afternoon．

    People who live near the sea can tell time from the tides．In the daytime，for about six hours，the water rises higher and higher on the beach．And then it goes down and down for about six hours．The same thin happens again at night．There are two high tides and two low tides every 24 hours．

    In some places in the world the wind comes up at about the same time every day or changes direction or stops blowing．In these places the wind can be the clock．

    We have met the enemy．and he is ours．We bought him at a pet shop．When monkey-pox，a disease(疾病)usually found in the African rain forest，suddenly turns up in children in the American Midwest，it’s hard not to wonder if the disease that comes from foreign animals is moving towards human beings．“Most of the infections(感染)we think of as human infections started in other animals，”says Stephen Morse，director of the Center for Public Health Preparedness at Columbia University．

    It’s not just that we re。going to where the animals are；we’re also bringing them closer to us．

Popular foreign pets have brought a whole new disease to this country．A strange illness killed Isaksen’s pets，and she now thinks that keeping foreign pets is a bad idea．“I don’t think it’s fair to have them as pets when we don’t have enough knowledge of them，”，says Isaksen．

    “Laws allowing these animals to be brought in from deep forest areas without stricter control need changing，"says Peter Schantz．Monkey-pox may be the wake-up call．Researchers believe infected animals may infect their owners．We know very little about these new diseases．A new virus may be kind at first．But it may develop into something harmful．Monkey-pox doesn’t look a main infectious disease．But it is not impossible to pass the disease from person to person．

    Next，Charles’S father sent him to school to become a minister(牧师)．This time he made it to  graduation．But he didn’t want to do the work of a minister。His friends encouraged him to follow his  interest in science．

    After graduation，Charles was invited to sail on the Beagle as an unpaid scientist．He wasn’t the  first choice，but he was the lucky one to go．The Beagle was to travel to South America and then  around the world．The crew’s task was to make maps of the places they visited．
