Many children love to play with snow in winter. But Long Chuan has come to hate it.

    This year his hometown suffered from snowstorms for nearly a month. The heavy snow stopped cars and trains, broke the electricity(电)tower and turned tap water to ice.

    Every day Long Chuan had to walk several kilometers to carry drinking water. “I couldn't ride a bike and it took me 3 hours to walk to school. I can't remember how many times I slipped(滑倒)on the hard ice,” said Long Chuan.

    Long is not alone. This year millions of people in central and southern China had a freezing winter without enough water and electricity. The biggest snowstorms in 50 years killed more than 100 people. They also cost the country 111.1 billion yuan.

    Experts(专家)say a special type of climate condition, La Nina, caused the storms. During a La Nina, the water in the Pacific Ocean(太平洋)near the equator(赤道)becomes colder than usual. It changes the weather around the world.

    Besides China, Canada, the US and Middle Eastern countries also met with heavy snowstorms this winter. The special climate caused the recent flooding in Australia, too.
    However, experts say that people have destroyed the environment. Global warming(全球变暖) may be causing these terrible weather events to happen more and more often.

     The months are familiar to everyone. Nearly any small child can rattle off the twelve months of the year. However, one important piece of knowledge is still missing: an explanation of how and why the names came into being.
     Every month's name tells a story. January is named after Janus, a Roman god who was described as having two faces, one looking forward and one looking back. As the god of doors, he had to watch out for friends and enemies coming from either direction.

     February is one of the few months not named after a person. February is a form of februare, which was a Roman festival. On that day, people begged(乞求) the gods for healthy children and enough crops in the next year.

     March is named after Mars, whom many people have read about as the god of war. Few people realize that at first Mars was the god of springtime. Fighters would "take the winter off" from fighting, resting while the weather was too bad for battle. In the spring - around March – battles would start again. From this time line, Mars soon became better-known as the god of war than of springtime.

    April is a mystery. Experts argue a lot about the origin(起源) of it.

    May is also named after a goddess, Maika. She was the goddess of plants because plants often begin to have flowers in May.

    Not every month kept the same name over the years. For example, July and August weren't always known by those names. The first name for July was Quintilis, "fifth month." August was at first called Sextilis, "sixth month." Likewise, September, October, November, and December were the seventh, eighth, ninth, and tenth months. How did July and August get their new names? July was named after Julius Caesar, the first emperor of Rome, after he was killed in 66 BC. August was named after Augustus Caesar, Julius Caesar's nephew.

I know what you're thinking: pizza? For breakfast? But the truth is that you can have last night's leftovers in the a.m. if you want to.

    I know lots of women who skip breakfast(不吃早餐) , and they have a ton of different excuses for doing it. Some say they don't have time, others think they're "saving" calories, still others just don't like breakfast food.

    But the bottom line is that eating in the morning is very important when you' re trying to lose weight. "Eating just about anything from 300 to 400 calories would be better than nothing at all," says Katherine Brooking,  R. D., who developed the super-easy eating plan for this year's "SELF CHALLENGE". And even pizza can be healthy if it's loaded with vegetables, and you stick to one small piece.

    Breakfast is one meal I never miss, and the same goes for most weight loss success stories.

Research shows that eating breakfast keeps you from overeating later in the day. Researchers at the University of Southern California found that breakfast skippers have a bigger chance of gaining weight than those who regularly have a morning meal.

    So eat something in the morning, anything.  I know plenty of friends who end up having no breakfast altogether, and have just coffee or orange juice. I say, try heating up last night's leftovers- it may sound crazy, but if it works for you, do it! I find if I tell myself, "You can always eat it tomorrow," I put away the leftovers instead of eating more that night. Try it... you may save yourself some pre-bedtime calories. And watch your body gain the fat-burning effects.

                 A Solar-powered Plane - Lowcarbon


Earlier this month, a solar-powered(太阳能动力的) plane called Lowcarbon took off to the sky for the first time. It has passed an important test on the way to travel around the world.


Lowcarbon took off from an airport in Switzerland at 45 km an hour.  It slowly rose into the sky. "There has never been an airplane so big, so light, using so little energy," said Bertrand Piccard, a leader of the project.


     During the 90-minute flight, Lowcarbon did several turns. It climbs nearly l.6 km above the countryside. Engineers plan to test a night flight. Then they will use the results of the tests to build a second plane. They plan to travel around the world in that plane in 2012.  "We want to fly it day and night with no fuel," Piccard said.


Piccard and pilot Andre Borschberg will take Lowcarbon around the world . They will make a few stops to change places and rest after a long time in the air - and to show off their aircraft.


     Lowcarbon flies at 70 kph on average(平均). That is faster than a bike and slower than a car. The pilots will keep it in the air for up to five days at a time.
