　  Once upon a time, a personal diary was something you kept hidden away. It was where you wrote down your most private thoughts and feelings, knowing that no one else would read it. Then along came the Internet, and now the idea of a private diary seems old-fashioned. 

    Many teenagers like writing online diaries because they feel free to write anything. “In real life, you can’t always say what you think,” says Jake, an eighteen-year-old boy from New York. “On the Internet, you can express yourself more freely.” Fans of Jake’s site log on（登录） to find out what he’s been up to, what he’s wearing and how he feels. He gets around two hundred e-mails a day from people who read his online diary.

    Some people are not sure that online diaries are a good idea. “Teenagers need to be careful what they write on a website,” says Patricia Chadwick. “You don’t know who is visiting your website and whether they will try to find you,” she says. “It’s playing with fire.”

Jake doesn’t agree. Sometimes people are a bit rude,” he says, “ but I just ignore(不理睬) them. Football


The game is played by two teams. There must be eleven players in each team.


The field must be about 100m long and 73m wide.


There are two goals (门), 7.32m long and 2.44m high.


To score(得分) a goal, a player must put the ball into the other team's goal. They may use their feet, heads or other parts of the body, but they must not touch the ball with their hands. One player on each team, the goal- keeper, may use his hands. 

Volleyball


This is played on a court(场地) 18m long and 9m wide. The net (网) is 2.44m high for men and 2.24m high for women. There are two teams and there are usually six players in each team.


The players try to make the ball hit the ground on the other side of the net. They may use their hands, fists or arms, but they must not catch the ball or hold it while playing.

Basketball


The court must be 26m long and 14m wide. There can be ten players in a team but not more than five players in each team may play at one time. The players must not change until the referee allows them to leave the court.


To score a point a player must throw the ball into the other team's basket.


Players may throw the ball, but they must not carry it. A player must not touch another player.


After 20 minutes play there must be a rest period (阶段) for ten minutes. Then there is another period of 20 minutes before the game ends.

The Peppered Moth, a kind of insect(昆虫), is found in England. It is light brown in colour and likes to live on trees which are also light brown. This makes the moth difficult to be found and birds are less likely to notice and eat it. But with the development of industry, smoke from factories began to reach the trees where the moth lived. It made the trees blacker. Then something very strange took place in industrial areas, the Peppered Moth began to change color. It became darker as well. Though the change took several years, some scientists soon noticed that newly born moths were a little darker than usual.

A scientist called Kettlewell decided to make a careful study of this phenomenon(现象).
