    Noise Pollution: Fireworks can be loud. In the middle of the night, fireworks often disturb people while they are sleeping. Noise produced by fireworks at 85 decibels(分贝) or above can damage hearing. Some people also argue the noise from fireworks frightens babies and pets.

In a university cafeteria (自助餐厅), women are found to spend more time than men deciding what they will have for lunch. They tend to choose their familiar food, while men are more likely to try new products.

    Cameras are watching them. From inside a control room, researchers take notes of their movements, hesitations（犹豫），facial expressions, weights and even eating habits.

    The study is being run by scientists at Wageningen University and Research Center. With the cameras and other machines, the researchers hope to reduce eating to a science. The cafeteria serves about 200 diners(就餐者）a day, and about 480 people have agreed to take part in the study and be monitored. Ordinary visitors are not studied.

    Hidden cameras can catch faces or plates, or pull back to view a whole table, or a broad section of the cafeteria. They record not only what food the customers select, but the food they almost select, and how long they pause before deciding. Facial recognition software records their levels of enjoyment, and in the control room the scientists watch the action on screens. They’re studying what influences eating, how products can be made more appealing, and how to direct customers to healthier food choices.

   "This is a laboratory. We control all the conditions," one of the scientists told us. “But we still call it a cafeteria," he added, "since using the word 'laboratory' might influence their behavior."

    Can trees talk? Yes --- but not in words, Scientists have reasons to believe that trees do communicate with each other. Not long ago, researchers learned some surprising things. First a willow tree (柳树) attacked in the woods by caterpillars (毛毛虫) changed the chemistry of its leaves and made them taste so terrible that the caterpillars got tired of the leaves and stopped eating them.
