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Here’s a new warning from health experts: Sitting is deadly. Scientists are increasingly
warning that sitting for long periods---even if you exercise regularly---could be bad for your
health. *

Studies suggest people who spend most of their days sitting are more likely to be fat, have a
heart attack or even die. In British Journal of Sports Medicine, Elin Ekblom-Bak of the Swedish
School of Sport and Health Sciences suggested that authorities rethink how they define physical
activity to highlight the dangers of sitting.

Even for people who exercise, spending long periods of time sitting at a desk is still harmful.
Tim Armstrong, a physical activity expert at the World Health Organization, says people who
exercise every day---but still spend a ot of time sitting---may get more benefits if that exercise
is spread across the day, rather than a short while.

That isn’t welcome news for Aytekin Can, 31, who works at a London financial company,
and spends most of his days sitting in front of a computer. Several evenings a week, Can
teaches jiujitsu (ZZ1&) , a Japanese martial art involving wrestling, and also does Thai boxing.
“I'm sure there are some harmful effects of staying still for too long. It’s bad news, but I hope
that doing sports can make sense,” he said. “I wouldn’t want to think sitting could be that
dangerous.”

Experts said more research was needed to figure out just how much sitting is dangerous, and
what might be possible to offset those effects. “People should keep exercising because it has a
lot of benefits,” Ekblom-Bak said. “But when they’re in the office, they should try to interrupt
sitting as often as possible,” she said. “Don’t just send your colleague an e-mail. Walk over and
talk to him. Stand up.” (301 words)

The best way to get a good score on exams that measure knowledge (GED, SAT Subject

reports so you can focus on the areas you need to improve. And, , ask a tutor for
extra help---most high schools offer special tutoring programs for standardized tests. If you
don’t want to use a tutor, check out one of the many test preparation books at your school, local
libraries or bookstore. There are dozens available, and you can get one specific to the test you
are taking. Some private organizations also offer specific test-prep courses in person and online.

Aptitude tests (TOEFL, ACT, SAT, PSAT), sometimes referred to as ability tests, require
slightly different preparation. Unlike knowledge tests, aptitude tests measure potential and ask
questions that go beyond a specific curriculum. The results help determine your natural
strengths and weaknesses, and college guidance counselors often use them as a reference for
academic direction. The best way to prepare for an aptitude test is to become familiar with the
types of information covered and the types of questions asked. You could start by purchasing a
study guide. It will cover every area of the test so you know what to expect, and many include
information on time limits and the test’s scoring system. Also, take any practice tests available.
Aptitude practice tests will allow you to get used to the types of questions asked, how they are
worded and working against a time limit.

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How to Become a Writer

Six months ago when I told a friend that I was going to try writing, something I’ve always
done but kept private, I got the expected look of skepticism. Six months later I published a book.
Here is a look at the first three steps I have taken to make a literary life so far.

Step 1 Use examples

One is never to assume that a reader will understand every reference they read, or every
emotion that the writer is trying to get across. Thus using examples and quotes from other
people’s work will make your writing clear to be understood.

It also helps us use descriptive words, so the reader will be better aware of the things we are
describing and will have picturés in their mind. It is never a bad idea to throw descnptlve words
into any sentence to explain the characteristics of the people or objects being written about.

Step 2 Find who you are )

Take the time to just listen. Listen to the world around you, and the voice in your head. In
order to be the best writer, you need to find out what kind of person you are, find your voice,
look at where life has led you and use this to create your characters.

Once I began thie search for my voice I realized that daydreaming might just be my calling!
Honestly, it has really shown me how to listen. Thoughts, ideas, and dreams that I had
suppressed over time because I lacked confidence in my abilities began to reappear. I am no
longer afraid of projects I have always wanted to undertake or of writing about the things I love
in a less brilliant voice.

Step 3 Write 1000 words a day

The first reason is to keep up appearances. If you, as a writer, sit down five days a week and
do nothing but strictly write; then it appears to the outside world that you are a true writer. The
second reason is that writing every day helps you build motivation. with which you will not
hesitate. Last, once you have become accustomed to the habit of writing every day, writing
becomes easier and easier.
