ca. For nearly three millennia(千年), the Egyptian kings ruled one of the ancient world’s richest and most powerful nations. So long was Egypt’s history that modern writers measure its time not in years but in dynasties. 

According to the legend (传说), a ruler named Menes was the first to unite the lands of northern and southern Egypt, an event that historians date to around 3100 B.C. Menes and the other kings of the First Dynasty ruled during a period of Egyptian history known as the Old Kingdom.
