According to an Australian study, surfing the Internet for fun during office hours helps to do
better in work.

The study showed that people who use the Internet for personal reasons at work are about
9 percent more productive (3 2 %) than those who do not.

An expert called Coker said, “Short and unobtrusive rest, such as a quick surf of the
Internet, makes the mind rest itself, helping people put their hearts into a day's work, and as a
result, raises productivity,” he said.

According to the study of 300 workers, 70 percent of people who use the Internet at work
play on the Internet.

The most popular online activities are searching for information about products, reading
online news, playing online games or watching movies.

“Some companies spend millions of dollars stopping their workers from watching movies,
playing games or shopping online. They really spend money losing productivity.” said Coker.
