  In the USA, about 450,000 school buses take more than 25 million children to and from school. The yellow school bus is a US icon(象征). Yellow became the color of school buses in the USA in 1939. Dr. Frank got the good idea. He said it was easy for people to see yellow buses and the black letters on them in early morning or the afternoon. That would make children safer.
