Call “Fire” to warn everyone in your family.

If you know where the fire is, keep as far away from the fire as possible.

If you’re in bed, roll out of bed and onto the floor. Crawl on the floor next to the wall. Being near the ground makes it easier to breathe. If possible, cover your mouth and nose with a wet cloth.

Feel the whole surface of a door before you open it. If the door is warm or hot, do not open it. The fire is probably right outside your room. Find another way to leave the room. If the door is cool, open it a little.

If your clothes catch fire, stop immediately. Drop to the ground and roll. 

Call the firemen from the outside and wait outside until they arrive.
