  The company’s special book, My Father Was in the Jungle, has come out. In the book, a young boy takes the readers on an exciting journey inside a jungle with his father. The book is made from acid-free paper（无酸纸）and printed with special ink. And it is recycled（再利用）. Tree seeds (种子) are carefully put into the pages so that the book can change into a tree.
