Well, it is a mini-library that you can take books from without worrying  31_ your library card or late fines!
Known as Little Free Library, they  32  in the neighborhoods across the U.S and around the world for several years. The Louvre Museum is one of the largest, oldest, most important and famous museum in the world. It is in the heart of Paris along the Seine River, and it shows its visitors a wonderful collection of art from all over the world. It is famous for holding several of the world’s most valuable works of art. A large number of people visit the Louvre every year. 
The Louvre was built as a fortress(防御工事) in the 12th century. As time went on it became bigger, as some parts were rebuilt and new wings were added. In the 16th and 17th centuries, the Louvre served as the palace for French Kings. It became an art museum when the French King Louis XVI moved to Versailles. During the French Revolution(革命), the Louvre became a public museum. New collections have been added ever since.

Its collections’ number is over 380,000 objects, though not one of the world’s largest collections. But at the moment only 35 thousand pieces are on show. In the 1980s, the Louvre was entirely rebuilt. It changed greatly. In front of the Louvre, there is a glass pyramid. People enter the museum through it. It is so big that you simply cannot see everything in a single day. It is open from 9 am to 6 pm ail days except Tuesdays. The entrance fee is 7.5 before 3 pm. It is free under 18 years old. Do you want to make homework simpler? Oxford Learning founder and CEO Dr. Nick Whitehead, said,“Homework might be an unavoidable part in school, but it doesn’t have to be the boring part. With the right skills in place, students can turn homework from headache-including to trouble-free.” These steps will make a difference. 
Use your notebooks
The brain is able to finish great works, but it is not perfect. Students should never rely on it to remember all school details. When a teacher assigns(分配) homework, students should write the details in their notebooks. According to Whitehead, to make them effective, students need to remember to take the notebooks out of their school bags at night, open them up, and read over the night’s list.
Remove distractions
Computers on, music on, text messages receiving....Whitehead says that if students aren’t doing research, they should turn off all the above electronics and focus on the task at hand for a set period of time. They’ll find that it is easier to concentrate(全神贯注) and that homework is finished in a shorter time.
Think actively
Getting homework done is the name of the game, but what happens if students are struggling with a question, or can’t work out an answer? When facing difficulties, it is wise for the student to take a small break then return to look at the problem again.
Get organized
Homework is often the most disorganized part. Whitehead recommends, “Students should keep all the homework-related things in a bin so they don’t waste time searching for pens or rulers.” He also suggests picking the same place to do homework every night, and(when possible) completing homework at the same time each day.

Michael Morpurgo is one of Britain’s best loved story makers whose book War Horse is taught in school. He made a speech at Book Trust Annual Lecture. When talking about tests, he said that too much testing in schools was taking the joy out of reading for children because it destroyed their confidence and resulted in feelings of shame and disappointment.
Mr. Morpurgo said testing was “supposed to encourage” all children, whether they passed or not, but his was not the case. “When you fail, it brings a sense of worthlessness. It separates(分离；分开) you from those who have passed and destroys hopes and dreams.” For children who pass, they can have the opportunity to receive the great cultural and material benefits of our society through developing an enjoyment of reading. But for children who fail, they are made to feel that the world of books, stories and ideas is not for them, and they are not clever enough to join that world. It is not the world they belong to, and it is shut off from them forever.
As the president of Book Trust, Mr. Morpurgo also criticized schools for taking the wonder of stories and playfulness of language. Schools have been teaching reading by turning stories into a series of tests. But blaming(责备) governments or schools is passing the buck --- it is a society as a whole that is responsible for whether its children succeed or fail in education, and everyone should make an effort to ensure that reading itself is a pleasure experience for all children.
Mr. Morpurgo, who was a primary teacher before becoming a writer, wants to see a “story time” introduces in every primary school, when stories are read aloud, at the end of each day. His Book Trust lecture called on schools and the government to keep libraries open, for parents to read to their children every night, etc. “Story time” would be a special time with no testing or teaching. “Let the children go home dreaming of the story, give them the love of story first...All the rest will come later.
