Butterflies are common all over the world, but butterflies in hotter

countries are usually bigger and more brightly colored than those in cooler

countries, and there are more different kinds.

Usually the male (1% [] Dbutterflies are more brightly colored than the (buttely)
females. The females have bigger and heavier bodies since they carry the eggs. The
bright colors of the males help to attract the females, and the duller (5% ¥]) colors
of the females make them less likely (F] §£[1)) to be caught by enemies before they have
laid their eggs.
