Would you like to live in a city where buildings turn the lights off for you, and self­driving cars will find the nearest parking space themselves? Although it might sound a little far from you, living in a “smart” city like this could happen sooner than you think.

Great changes have taken place in towns that we have lived in for centuries, while completely new cities are being built. One such place is the city of Songdo. Every home there will have a “telepresence” system(远程遥控系统)—allowing users to control the heating and looks, take part in video meetings, and receive education, healthcare and government services. Last year, Webster and her family gave away 30 pairs of shoes, Webster, 13, is a seventh­grader at Calvary Christian school in the US.

“I never really thought that there were people that don't wear shoes and don't get to have them，” said Webster. Last year, Webster and her classmates and staff at the school and Calvary Church donated more than 1，000 of shoes.
