The oldest living person celebrated a birthday earlier this week.
[image: 117]Emma Morano celebrated her 117th birthday on Tuesday. Friends，neighbors and her doctor joined Morano in her small apartment home in the northern Italian mountain town of Verbania. She blew out three candles on her birthday cake. Each candle represented(象征) a number in her age.
“I hope I don't have to cut it，” Morano joked.
“She dressed up and she was very proud，” said her long­time doctor，Carlo Bava. “She posed(摆姿势)for the man who was taking her photos，and even asked if her hair looked good.”
“I am happy to turn 117，” Morano told those attending her party. She received a greeting from Italy's president，Sergio Mattarella. He wished her peace and continued good health.
Emma Morano is thought to be the last living person born in the 1800s. And all her brothers and sisters had long life，including one who died at age 102.
The world's oldest person told the Reuters News Agency that she is lucky to have lived so long，but parts of her life were “not so nice”．
Emma Morano went on working in a factory until she was at age 65. She once told a reporter that the first man she planned to marry was killed in World War I．Then，at age 26，she was made to marry a man she did not love. She said the marriage(婚姻) was not happy and her husband was always saying unkind words to hurt her. She kicked him out in 1938 and has lived alone since then.
Emma Morano says one of her secrets to living long is eating at least two uncooked eggs every day. Her doctor credits(把……归于……) Morano's long life to her unusual eating habits，her genes and positive(积极的) outlook(态度) on life.

Elephants are the largest land animals alive today. African elephants live in family groups called herds(群). All of the elephants in the herd take care of each other. The leader of the herd is an old mother elephant. She is the matriarch(族长). A herd may have as few as eight or as many as 100 elephants. The other elephants follow the matriarch because she knows how to keep them safe from coming danger.
Elephants learn by watching and copying other elephants，and also learn from life. Baby elephants stay with their mothers until they are fully grown at about ten years old. Elephants live to be 50 or 60 years old. Elephants are smart animals with long memories. In the dry season，a matriarch can remember where water was found in the past. The herd will follow her there. She can also remember the safest place for baby elephants to cross a fast­moving river.
Elephants talk to each other with rumbling sounds. Some rumbling sounds are so low and deep that people are unable to hear them. Elephants hear sounds not only with their ears，but also with their feet，and even trunks(long noses of the elephants). They also greet each other by touching with their trunks and feet. If danger appears，mothers beat their ears to call their babies to them.
Other animals don't usually attack(攻击) elephants. However，a lion might try to attack a sick elephant or a baby. If this happens，the adult elephants circle around the baby elephants. The adults make louder sounds and hit the ground with their trunks. The matriarch puts herself between the lion and the herd. She beats her ears out to make herself look even larger. Then she lowers her herd and attacks the enemy(敌人) in a big cloud of dust(灰尘)．
