    Diabetes is caused by a group of metabolic disorders in which there are high blood sugar levels over a long period of time. There are three main types of diabetes:

    Type 1 Diabetes results from the body not having enough insulin(胰岛素).

    Type 2 Diabetes mainly happens to those who do not have enough physical exercise, eat too much unhealthy food and get too heavy.

    Gestational Diabetes is the third main form. It appears when a woman is having a baby. She will probably get well again after the birth of the baby.

    Diabetes can bring serious problems. People with diabetes, especially the Type 1, will easily get thirsty and hungry, and quickly lose weight. If it is not treated, it will develop rapidly (weeks or months),and cause many long-term complications. All the complications relate to damage(损害)to blood vessels. For example, damage to the eyes. It is caused by damage to the blood vessels in the eyes, and results in slow vision loss and blindness. The complications will greatly increase the risk of diabetes, by which about 75% of the deaths are caused.

    According to a report from the WHO (World Health Organization) in 2015, about 415 million people have diabetes worldwide, which means 8.3% of the adults in the world have diabetes. Of all the cases, 85% to 90% are Type 2 Diabexes. That is to say, most cases of diabetes result from the unhealthy lifestyle. Diabetes doubles a person's risk of early death. From 2012 to 2015,  about 1. 5 to 5 million deaths each year resulted from this disease. The global economic(经济) cost of diabetes in 2014 was around 612 billion USD.

    A healthy lifestyle can help prevent diabetes. Doing a lot of physical activities and having a healthy diet will help have normal body weight. Higher levels of physical activity(more than 90 minutes per day) can reduce the risk of diabetes by 28%. Healthy diet includes foods rich in whole grains and fiber, foods with good fats from nuts, vegetable oils and fish, little sugar, and less red meat.

Do equations and historical(历史的)facts give you a headache? A change in the school

timetable may be the cure.
    This suggestion is based on a recent study carried out by scientists from Royal Holloway, University of London, the UK. They found that teenagers could get higher marks in math if they studied in the morning and better grades in history if they were taught in the afternoons.

    The researchers studied students' grade reports, class timetables and absence rates(缺席率)at a middle school in Bulgaria over nine years. The results showed that when teenagers had math classes earlier in the day, they scored about 7 percent higher in tests than when taught in the afternoon. Lower-ability students feel stressed most when they were studying math in the afternoon. In history, students taught in the afternoon scored about 6 percent higher than when they were taught in the morning. However, there was no sign that similar patterns(模式)work for other subjects such as languages or geography.

Velichka Dimitrova, who did the study, said the findings show that we perform(表现) better at different times of the day. "In the morning, our brains are better and fresher, so we are better at doing something like problem solving, where we require more speed and attenyion," Dimitrova told The Telegraph. "In the afternoon, it seems that this process slows down. On the other hand, history is more suitable for the afternoon, when we are more creative and open to discussion," she said. Subjects such as foreign languages require both memory and creativity. This is perhaps why the time of day had no influence on language learning.

    Time-of-day influences such as these are believed to have something to do with the body clock.

This is the system in our bodies that controls when we need to sleep. Some schools in the US and UK have tried later school starting times for teenagers, whose body clocks change as they grow into adults. Dimitrova believes schools should jump at this chance to improve their students' performance just by changing their timetables.
