    In the movie Titanic, a ship goes down thousands of meters into the ocean, all the way to the bottom of the sea. .On March 26, 2012, the director of that movie, James Cameron(卡梅隆)did the same thing,

    Early that morning, Cameron got into a small submarine(潜水艇) on the Pacific Ocean, near Guam. He dived almost 11km down until he reached the deepest point of the Mariana Trench（马里亚纳海沟），a big groove（凹槽）in the ocean floor. The deepest point, where Cameron was, is called Challenger Deep. It is the deepest place on Earth

    "Just arrived at the ocean's deepest point," Cameron sent messages from the submarine．"Hitting bottom never felt so good, I can't wait to share what I'm seeing with you."

    Cameron stayed down there for three hours, He found some small sea animals that lived there. He tried to pick up some rocks with the robotic arm of his submarine, but the machine froze and would not work.

    However, Cameron did bring back plenty of pictures and video. He plans to use them for a National Geographic TV special and a 3D movie.

    Cameron had been planning the journey with a team of Australian scientists for seven years, and he designed the submarine himself.

    The last time someone made the same trip and returned safely was in 1960.
    "I see this as the beginning," Cameron said. "This is the beginning of opening up this new frontier（未开拓领域）."

"Polly wanna cracker(饼干)!"

    You may have heard a bird on television, in a movie, or in real life say these words. Does the bird really want to eat a cracker? The answer is yes... and no. Polly probably will eat a cracker, but what she really wants is some attention.

    Certain(某）kinds of birds are excellent talkers. They like to copy the sounds they hear around them. They also like the attention that people give them when they talk.

    Many wild birds have the ability to mimic or copy sounds. Crows(乌鸦)，jays（松鸦）, and starlings(八哥)all can do it. But these birds seldom make good pets because they need lots of room, and they are not often comfortable around people. Some pet birds, such as parrots, can be great talkers. Among the large parrots, the best talkers are African greys and Amazons.

    One should remember that just because a certain kind of bird can talk does not mean it will talk. Each bird has a different, personality. Some birds never learn to talk. Some may learn only a few words or sounds. Others seem to learn a large vocabulary easily.

    Although each bird is different, younger birds are more likely to learn to talk than older birds. Also, male birds are usually better talkers than females. However, if you teach a bird to whistle(吹口哨)before it learns to talk, it may never learn to talk. This might be because whistling is easier for the bird.
