The number of schools that teach Chinese has grown. Ten years ago, only about 300
schools in the US had Chinese lessons.

Jiang Wenwen and Jiang Tingting, twin sisters from Chengdu, helped China make a
dream come true on September 17, 2010, They won a gold medal at the 12th Synchronized
Swimming (7£ £ # 5k ) World Cup in Changshu, Jiangsu. It was China’s first gold medal in
the Synchronized swimming world competitions since the sport entered the country in the late
1970s.

Many coaches think that the 24-year-old Jiang sisters have the most beautiful legs in the
world.
