Public schools in Washington, D.C. provide students with musical instruments for free. When
something goes wrong with an instrument, Charles West and Larry Jernigan do the repairs. Both men
do their work with a passion G#41§%) . For them, it’s important that students have a joyful experience with
music.

The two have worked together for almost 20 years. This year alone, they’ve fixed about 450
instruments. Both men are musicians and music lovers, so leaming to do repairs came naturally.

“I'have been a musician all my life.” says West. “I played in an orchestra here in the city. I majored in
music in college. I played in an army band ()RBA) .

Jemigan’s musical interests are varied. “1 was formerly trained in the piano and guitar. The alto sax,
and the flute, I picked up while working here.”

In addition to fixing instruments, the two also go to schools to instruct teachers and students on how
to make minor repairs on their own.

West believes if children start early and stay concemed with music, it enriches other areas of their
lives. “q see that in other kids. I see it in myself. I have seen it hundreds of times and it works,” he says.
“They leam teamwork. They leamn patience and respect.”

But West has concerns about the future of music in the electronic age.

“This age has taken away from the sit-down, the patience. And to leam to play an instrument, it takes
patience, it takes diligence, it takes time.”

Abraham Lincoln was bomn in Kentucky on February 12, 1809. When he was a small boy, his family
moved to Indiana. Here, his mother taught him to read and write. Lincoln had very little formal education,
but he became one of the best-educated men of the Great West.

When Lincoln was a young man, his family moved to the new state of Illinois. Lincoln had to make a
living at an early age, but in his spare time he studied law. He soon became one of the best-known lawyers
in the state capital at Springfield, Illinois. It was here that Lincoln became famous for his debates with
Stephen A. Douglas on the problem of slavery  (RUHHIE) .

In 1860, Lincoln was elected President of the United States. He was the candidate of the new
Republican Party. This party was against the creation of new slave states. Soon after his election, some of
the Southem states quit from the Union and set up the Confederate States of America (FEFIRIBHAE) .
This action resulted in the terrible Civil War which lasted from 1861 to 1865.

On January1, 1863, during the war, Lincoln published his famous Emancipation Proclamation (fi#/i
H#) . Inthis file, Lincoln announced that all the slaves were to be free from that day. In 1865, after the
war ended, another file was added to end the slavery everywhere in the United States. Early in 1865, the
Civil War came to an end, with the defeat (TR of the South by the North.

Only a few days after the end of the War, Lincoln was shot by an actor named John Wilkes Booth.
The President died on April 14, 1865. In his death, the world lost one of the greatest men of all time.
