（4）语法结构单调，词汇量少，有较多的语法结构或词汇的用法错误，不能正确表达文章内容，字迹较难辨认，单词拼写和标点符号很多错误。给2~1分；
（5）只写出个别句子或单词，词不达意，不成文，字迹不清（或中英文混杂），卷面混乱。给0分。
 3）流畅性
（1）短文结构组织严谨，应用了较复杂的语言结构，上下文意思连贯，完全达到了试题的写作要求。给3分；
（2）短文结构组织比较紧凑，应用了较简单的语言结构，上下文意思基本连贯，基本上达到了试题的写作要求。给2.5分；
（3）短文结构组织有些混乱，应有了较简单的语言结构，上下文意思有些不连贯，但表达不大流畅，给2分；
（4）短文结构组织较混乱，较少使用语句间连接成分，内容缺少连贯性，只能描述部分要点，给1分；
（5）短文结构组织混乱，没有使用语句间的连接成分，内容缺少连贯性，只能描述部分要点，给0.5分；
（6）只写出个别句子或单词，缺乏语句之间的连接成分，谈不上文章中句子之间的联系。
