The American Psychalogical Association did an interesting study. More than 400 students
from schoolsin New York City took part init. The students were divided into three groups. Group.
1 read'a typical textbookthat describes the achievements of great sientits. Group 2 read about
those scientists' personal strugdles. For examele, as a lew, Einstein (EEIH18) ran away from
Nazi Germany to avoid persecution (J8EE). The last group read about the scientists' intellectual
strugdes, such as Marie Curie's faled scientfic tests. These stories about strugges also told
students how the scientists dealt with these obstacles P i)

The students took a science e@m before the study. After the six-week study, they took
another. Scientists found those in Groups 2 and 3 improved their science grades. Students in
‘Group 1 didnt see a grade increase. Some of them even had lower grades after the study.

The study was led by Xiaodong LinSiegle, a teacher at Columbia University. According to
Xizgdong, kids often think Einstein was truly inteligent. They believe they will never match him.
Many of them fai to realize that any success reauires 3 long jouney. Along the way, there are
many failures )

Students who read the strugge stories more probably said that great scientists were like
themselves. The "greatminds" also had to overcome obstacles to achieve success.

Xizodong says today's science textbooks fail to bring science to lfe. As a result, students
seldom regard science as part of their everyday lives.Instead, they just see a longlist of facts that
they have to remember. Xizodong thinks textbooks should indlude more stories about how great
scientists had to struggle to succeed. And students should focus more on how these scientists
dealt with the obstacles they et along the way.
