So for the next hour, she talked about her family and her plans fo the furure. Cook told
Clar how he had become blind over time and shared tories of his deys as a traveling
salesman. Even though he coukin't sce her, she “looked attntively at his fice with such
Kkindncss,”a passenger reported.

“Clara was amazing,” an ar hostess t0ld Alaska Aiines in an
imterview. “You could tell Cook was very excited o have someonc he
‘could speak to, and she was such an angel.”
