Operation kitten

The scientists asked students to play a kid's Operation game.They were asked to use tweezers(镊子)to get 14-small objects-out-of the-holes-on-a pretend(假装的)patient's body.After that,the students were shown three kinds of pictures:pictures of cute kittens and puppies,photos of adult cats and dogs,and pictures of delicious food.

When the task was repeated,the students who'd been shown kittens and puppies performed 44% better than before.But there was no improvement from the other two groups.A second experiment group had similar results-cuteness improved attention and accuracy(准确度)!

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Why are some people successful while others aren't? What's the secret of success? Malcolm Gladwell thinks he knows.

Many of Gladwell's ideas appear in his bestseller Outliers.The popular view is that some of us are born talented and others aren't.But Gladwell thinks that this is just an excuse for not trying.And if you really want to be good at something,you have to work at it."Practice isn't the thing you do once you're good,"Gladwell writes."It's the thing you do.that makes you good.”

Central to the book is the"10,000-hour rule”.It means that if you want to among the best in the world,you need to practice something for 10,000 -hours.That means three hours a day for 10 years.For example,when Microsoft chairman Bill Gates was 13,he was given a chance to learn high school computer,allowing him to practice computer programming for more than 10,000 hours.

The interesting thing is that success has nothing to do with intelligence.Take the example of Christopher Langan,who's mentioned in the book.He's got an IQ of between 195 and 210(Albert Einstein's IQ was said to have been between 160 and 180).As a boy at school,Langan was able to take an exam in a foreign language he'd never studied and pass it after reading it for three minutes. However,Langan never entered a university and worked in a factory his whole life.So intelligence alone will not lead to success--you need hard work,support,money and chances.

However,it isn't just a question of time or support.Even after you've put in your 10,000 hours of practice,you still need one other key part--Luck So,you could be the most amazing guitarist in the world,but unless you're lucky enough,you aren't going to be seeing your name in lights.

So,are you putting in the hours?Carry on!You could get lucky!

It is believed that the Incas(印加人)built a city of stone there,without the help of wheels or iron tools in the 15th century.They built more than 600 terraces(梯田)to prevent the city from sliding down the mountain.They designed a water supply system which was about one kilometer long.

 For the Incas,architecture(建筑)was especially important.The temples faced east to catch the rays of the rising sun.The city was well organized,with palaces in the north and the workshops and public places in the south.

Machu Picchu is one of the archaeological remains that attracts particular interest in the world.There are many guesses about the ancient city.

One of the guesses suggests that the city was actually unknown to the Incas.The type of construction and the shortage of historical   indicate . it was a city older than the Incas.

Another guess us that it was a sacred(神圣的)city:when the Spanish arrived,in order to avoid more thefts,princesses were chosen to escape to a secret location,which turned out to be them city,Machu Picchu.

The third guess is that Machu Picchu was the last capital of Inca Empire and to escape from Spanish rule,the Incas then moved to Vilcabamba and stayed there-until the city fell to the Spanish in 1572.
