They noticed that they would often make movements in syne (F125) with each other, almost ke they
were duncin together.

The rescarches then locked st videos of other monkeys online. They quicky noticed tha the apes would
sometimes “dance” in a way that looked  lot ke a type of human Gance-the conga line

Adriano Lameirs from the univenity said studying these movements could help us figure out how and why
humans started 1o dance. Lameirn pointed out that dancers have to careflly match theic body movementa to their
pariner's movements. This is o skill that we might have leamed from apes.

With this finding, there is cvidence ({48 that human dance has an cvolutionary (/L) history that
goon back 10 our ape ancestom (HI%). They may have uscd these movermeats as way of commusicating with each
ather that would help them release (RHH) stress, according o the researchers.
