If you stay in space for a long time, will your body change? Mark Kelly and Scott Kelly from the United States will show you the answer. Mark and Scott are twins. They are both retired NASA(美国国家航天航空局) astronauts. From 2015 to 2016, Scott spent 340 days at the international space station, while Mark stayed on the earth. People took measures of both men before, during and after the flight. They were helping with a NASA project which studies how long-term space travel influences the human body. The full results of the study will come out in a year or two. But scientists are sharing some findings in the journal Nature.

A change in appearance was easy to see. Scott, when he returned to the Earth, was 5cm taller before. Another change was that Scott’s eyesight declined after he came back. He found he couldn’t see clearly. He also found that he couldn’t move his legs so easily like before. Scientist found that after coming back to the earth, he took a little longer to understand things and make decisions.

There were also changes that were much harder to see. As someone ages, his telomeres(端粒) get shorter and become less effective to stop DNA from getting damaged. But during Scott’s stay in space, his telomeres got longer while Mark’s kept getting shorter.

Further tests on the twins are still going on. NASA plans to send people to Mars in the 2030s, and the twins’ research could help them prepare for those space trips.

①As you grow older，you'll be faced with some challenging decisions--like whether to cut class or try cigarettes（香烟）．Making decisions on your own is hard enough，but when other people take part in and try to pressure you one way or another it can be even harder. People who are your age，like your classmates，are called peers. When they try to influence how you act，to get you to do something，it's called peer pressure．

②Peers can have an active influence on each other．Maybe another student in your science class taught you an easy way to remember the planets in the solar system. Maybe you got others excited about your new favorite book，and now everyone's reading it. These are examples of how peers actively influence each other．

③Sometimes peers influence each other in negative(负面的) ways. For example, a few kids in school might try to get you to cut class with them. Your soccer friend might try to ask you to be mean to another player and never pass him the ball．
