Last year, because of his success
in becoming the first Chincse player to score in La Liga(Z 1), he was even more well-known to all.
As a result, millions of fans are following him on social media.

But Wu receatly drew attention for something else. He was infected (14:) with the novel coronavirus
in late April. Since then, his health has been a major concern for fans back home. W said he didn't feel
Very uncomfortable so there was no need to worry.

His latest update on July 1, 2020, however, is perhaps the most reassuring (% A %(:(19) news. “Since
today, I've started to do some basic training.”
