When you close your eyes and need to rest, sleep is just the best. Sleep helps your body grow and stay
healthy. However, in the animal world, it seems that some animals don't need much sleep.

Giraffe(<F1EE) usually sleep, although not for a long time. In places like zoos, giraffes sleep for between
four and five hours, mostly at night. During sleep, the animal may lie(§i8 ) or stay standing. Standing sleep is
more common(& JLAY) among older giraffes. In the wild(EF4h) , however, the animals almost never sleep for
longer than five minutes at a time. More often, they sleep fully standing and their eyes are half-open so they can
see an enemy(F A ) getting near.

Deer(B&RE) do not sleep much during the day or the night. In fact, the night is a dangerous (fEFZRY) time for
the animal to sleep because some of their enemies look for food at night. However, deer try their best to sleep for
three or four hours. Even when sleeping, they have to be careful so that they do not become food for their
enemies.

The Alpine Swift(FI#%) is a bird. It lives in places from southern Europe all the way to the Himalayas.
These birds spend a lot of their time flying to the warmer places and all the way to the south Africa. The birds may
spend up to 200 days flying during their journey(jf€i&) . These birds sleep while they fly. The Alpine Swifts are
able lo sleep with one side of their brain(KfX#J—341) while the other side pays much attention to flying and
finding enemies.

Dolphins(G8&) usually go to sleep with only one side of their brain so that they use the other side of their
brain for swimming and to look out for(21%) enemies.
