[image: ]China has accepted Western fashion and future technology as it has developed fast in recent years, but a growing number of young people are looking to the past for their choices of clothes and wearing traditional “Hanfu”, or “Han clothes". These historical costumes of the Han clothing are enjoying a renaissance(复兴) in part because the government is spreading traditional culture.
Period dramas have also helped to bring out the increase in interest for traditional Chinese costumes. For example, The Story of Minglan, a TV series set in the Song Dynasty, drew attention of more than 400 million viewers in three days when it came out.
There is no uniform definition(定义) of what counts as Hanfu since each Han dynasty had its own style. In modern China, the Hanfu community has a large range: from history lovers to movie fans, to students and even young professionals. Some new couples even plan Hanfu-style weddings.
“Clothes are a basic part of culture,” said Jiang Xue, who is part a Beijing-based Hanfu club.” If we, as people and a country, do not even understand our traditional clothing or don’t wear them, how can we talk about other necessary parts of our country?” she said.
     However, there is some way before the style is accepted widely in China. Many say they’re prevented by the strange looks they get when wearing Hanfu in public places. “ I used to be very embarrassed to wear Hanfu out," screenwriter Cheng Xia told a reporter. Yang, a high school student, is more hopeful. He said, "At the very least, we can wear our own traditional clothes.”

Today “made in China” no longer means cheap, of poor quality, and unfashionable. Some Chinese brands have not only caught up with their foreign competitors but actually started to do better than them.
In 2011, 70% of smart phone sales in China were from three foreign brands: Nokia, Samsung and Apple.
But now, it has changed. In recent years, most of the top-ten smart phone brands are Chinese brands and the local brands have eroded(侵蚀) the foreign brands. And some phones of Chinese brands can provide three hours of talk time from five minutes of charging with highly-promoted technologies, which greatly attracts peoples’ attention. Chinese brands are no longer looked down upon, as they were just a few years ago. A McKinsey report shows that 62% of Chinese consumers like Chinese brands better than foreign ones if the quality and price are the same.
Why does this change take place? Here are three main factors. First, many Chinese brands have greatly improved the quality of their products. This is by far the most important reason for this change: “Made in China” no longer means bad. Now China’s makers are giving the world some of the products with high technology and high quality. Second, as some Chinese products are no longer functionally worse than their foreign competing brands, they are good enough for the young Chinese to feel cool. Where it was once only about making the largest number of products as fast and cheap as possible, it's now about quality and brand image. So Chinese consumers are becoming more confident about the national brands.
In a word, we Chinese are proud of what we've achieved in the past few years and are now realizing we’re actually in a pretty amazing country.
