If music makes you smart and exercise helps you to think, surely exercising to music can turn you into a person who is better at learning and understanding.
A team of scientists from Ohio State University did experiments on 33 volunteers. They
found that person who exercised while listening to Italian musician Antonio Vivaldi's The Four Seasons did much better in language ability (能力) tests than without music.
The volunteers said they felt better after exercising with or without the music. But their
improvement on the test doubled after listening to the music during exercise." Exercise seems to cause positive changes in the nervous system (神经系统) and have a direct result on learning ability," said the psychologist Charles Emery. Scientists have found that music can be good for health and education. It helps relieve stress, sadness and nervousness, encourages relaxation or sleep, wakes up the body and improves memory and thoughts.
Psychologists have been using Mozart's music, especially his violin pieces, to help children
with speech disorders (言语能力紊乱). Mozart is often chosen because his music is not
over-exciting. A study showed students who often exercise to Mozart's music go on to score
higher marks in tests. With important exams drawing near, your parents will not probably allow you to listen to music. But perhaps now you have good reasons to argue with them.

When George Dennehy was a young boy, he never dreamed he would serve others as a
motivational(励志) speaker and musician. But the armless teenager has spent the last couple of years sharing his story and encouraging others.
Born with no arms in Romania, Dennehy's condition was terrible, so his parents turned him
over to an orphanage(孤儿院)，and finally, Dennehy was brought up by a family in America.
Early on, he says his American parents noticed his musical abilities. “When I was 8 years old,
my mom decided to sigh me up for cello(大提琴) lessons and I started playing," he says,
admitting that he “didn't really enjoy it" His first teacher, Shalley, helped him play with his feet.
“She actually learned to play the cello with her feet. She wanted to see if it was possible to
do it. She made up foot exercises to do. I am really grateful for what she has done for me." He says.
At the beginning of high school, when the cello became not so cool to play Dennehy took up playing the guitar and picked it up pretty fast.
It was necessary, though, to learn the cello first, because it's the hardest of all to play," he 
says. " The only difference in the guitar is that I'm playing the cords(弦).” Dennehy uses a
standard guitar.“ I play in the same tune as everyone else does," he notes.
Learning to play music hasn't been an easy road. He was shy at first. But every time he got
on stage to perform or play music, he could see how the audience admired him for his abilities and that gave him confidence to chase his dream.
No matter what situation we’re in , anything is possible. It is so easy to give up sometimes. But we shouldn’t do that. There’s more that is meant for us.

Have you ever had trouble sleeping in a new place?
Lots of people do. And now researchers from Brown University in Rhode Island think they'
know why. They found that one-half of the brain“ remains more awake”" than the other half when people are trying to sleep in a new place.
This appears a case of the brain keeping people ready for trouble in a new place, the
researchers said.
The sleep findings were reported in Current Biology by Brown University. In their report, the researchers said many people report they have a harder time sleeping the first night at a hotel or other places outside their home. They call it “first-night influence”, “In Japan they say, ‘If you change your pillow, you can't sleep,"" said Yuka Sasaki, one of the report's writers,“ You don't sleep very well in a new place. We all know about it."
The researchers measured brain waves(测量脑波) for 35 volunteers over two nights in a
laboratory. The two nights were a week apart. They found during the first night the left half of the brain was more active than the right halt This was during the first deep-sleep period ,the researchers said.
Sasaki said a lot of questions remain.
Researchers did not keep measuring brain waves all night long. So, they don't know if the
left half keeps “watch" all night. Or whether it "works in shifts” with the right half later in the
night. They also don't know why the brain activity, at least during the first period of deep sleep, is always on the left half.
For some, this research may be calming. It is good to know that our brain is “looking out for us” in a new place. But it may not help with sleep. That brain activity, at least according to this new research, makes it harder to get the sleep people need to wake up well rested in the morning.
