Lynne Cox is an American long-distance（长距离）swimmer. Her swimming achievements have won her a place in history.

As a teenager in California, Lynne was in a swimming club and trained several times a week. But she became bored with swimming up and down a pool and decided to try swimming in the ocean instead. In 1971, when she was fourteen, Lynne and a team of friends entered a race from Seal Beach, near Los Angeles, to Catalina Island. They swam 43 kilometers in 12 hours and 36 minutes. Lynne loved it and decided to do more ocean swims.

The next year she swam between England and France. She broke the record for women and for men. Her time was 9 hours, 57 minutes. Then in 1973 she did the same swim again. This time it took her 9 hours, 36 minutes.

Over the following years, Lynne did a number of challenging swims. In 1975 she swam between New Zealand’s North and South Island. In 1976 she broke the record for the fastest swim between Denmark and Sweden (5 hours, 9 minutes).

When Lynne got older, she did not give up swimming. In 2007 she did a long, difficult swim in the cold water in the north of Alaska. Lynne has also written several books. One is called Swimming to Antarctica. Another, Grayson, is about a baby whale that once came and swam beside Lynne while she was training in the ocean. It describes how 17-year-old Lynne helped him to find his mother.

One day, I took the subway to work, and saw something that made me sad. On the subway, a mother kept looking at her phone screen and playing a game with her daughter sitting beside her. The little girl, about 5 years old, was talking to her mother about her day cheerfully — trying to draw her mother's attention. However, her mother was busy playing the game and just said "Mm, hm" without looking at her. I watched the girl give a final try to get her mother to look at her, but it was no use. Then the little girl turned silent. It was a shame the mother didn't notice that.

It broke my heart and got me wondering — what kind of game would make the mother forget her little daughter? What it meant when she couldn't look into her daughter's eyes or even stop to listen to the girl?

Some parents are almost like the girl's mother. They always spend their free time on their mobile phones with mindless games. Perhaps parents have many things to deal with, but sometimes they are everything to their kids.

This is not an isolated example. I've seen too many such examples. I might not be a mother myself, and probably still have a long way before becoming one, but I know what I saw isn't right.

The scene（情景）used to be seen among teenagers very often when parents complained（抱怨）how their children were crazy about their mobile phones. Look how the situation has changed! The parents have become “ technology slaves（奴隶）”，that is to say，they can＇t control themselves while using mobile phones. Now some middle-aged parents hold the best iPhones or Samsung phones, which are probably the only two brands they know. They are playing the simple games with so expensive mobile phones. I' m uncertain whether to laugh or to cry. But my hope is that this storm passes.

“Teens may become more private during adolescence（青春期）because they are learning how to be more independent, " says Carl Pickhardt, a scientist who studies parenting adolescents. “As they enter adolescence, their parents have less control," he says. “You're going to have less communication with the kid who is now entering a larger and more risky world.”

However, Pickhardt thinks this does not mean that parents should just sit back and do without any information. Parents should tell their teens that there are still things they need to know about, such as why their teens were late getting home from school one day.

Patty Link, a mom from Iowa, knows how to deal with this situation. The mom is raising two teenage boys: Graham, a 14-year-old eighth grader, and Carter, a 16-year-old high school student. She says that becoming friends with the parents of her children's friends has helped.

"Many times if I want to get any information out of them, I'll say, 'Oh, I can talk to Adam's mom and she will tell me what was going on Friday night,’ and it will lead to some other discussion,” she says.

Parents should watch their use of questions, Pickhardt says. But teens mostly feel uncomfortable and impatient when their parents question them closely about their movements. “They want their independence to be respected （尊重），” he says. Pickhardt suggests using requests such as, "It could really help me if you could tell me. ” or “Could you help me better understand...?" But sometimes teens make mistakes and their parents have to correct them. Parents should plainly （直率地）point out the problem.

Parents can also use technology to feel connected. One recent study shows that many teens are friends with their parents on Facebook — and only 5 percent limit（限制）what their parents can see.
