Manners are different all over the world and can even change in different parts of a country. Have you ever seen a foreigner do something you thought was impolite? Is there something you have done that they might regard as impolite? 
I will tell you some of the most important American rules of table manners. When you sit down to eat, you should place the napkin (餐巾) across your legs. You should never talk with your mouth full and should chew (咀嚼) with your mouth closed. If someone asks you a question while you are chewing, you should finish chewing and then swallow (吞咽) the food before answering. You should never drop scraps (残羹) on the table; instead, place them on a spare plate. Salt and pepper (胡椒粉) will be at the table, but you should taste your food before adding any. Only put food on someone else’s plate if they ask for it and if they say they do not want anything else to eat or drink then you will not give them anything else. Do not use your knife or fork to point at others because it is considered rude.

In China I know it is rude to point with your chopsticks. It is common practice to place food into a friend’s bowl and to put drink in their glass even after they have said they do not want any more. It is fine to drop the scraps onto the table. Though salt and pepper are not always on the table, vinegar (醋) and soy sauce (酱油) usually are. Talking while you’re eating is not considered impolite.

Do you want to make a difference in your community? Becoming a zero waste activist (积极分子) is the way to go! In other words, the more people you can spread the zero waste message to, the better. After all, when people join together, there is nothing we can’t do.

Join a community garden

So many people are away from where their food comes from. Growing your own food teaches you the true value of food. The food you grow in the garden is package (包装) free. Offer your time to help support a garden in your neighborhood. You will get to meet all kinds of people there, and possibly begin a conversation about zero waste living.

Host or join a neighborhood cleanup

Quite often, litter will find its way into our water systems and pollute them even more. Worse yet, any litter in the ocean or on the ground can be eaten by animals. This causes them to die slowly. Getting a group together to pick up trash around the neighborhood is a great way to combat this problem.

Go to a town hall meeting

Going to a town hall meeting is a great idea. You get to see and hear the problems in your community. Also, you can bring up a problem you see. You may even be able to speak at a town hall meeting as a guest speaker, telling others about zero waste living.

Organize a zero waste meetup (交流会)
It’s so important to have a support group. In the group, people have the same opinion on zero waste. Although online community is great, it can’t compare to real life support groups. If you want to call in more people in your neighborhood to talk about things about zero waste, consider organizing a meetup. Just pick a place to meet, choose a date and time, and broadcast (播送) it on social media (媒体). You’ll be surprised at who expresses interest!

When Emma Yang was 7 or 8 years old, her grandmother got Alzheimer’s disease (阿尔茨海默病).    44    She couldn’t even recognize (识别) her own family members. Slowly she was not even able to talk with others and dress herself. Yang, now 14, feels very sad for her grandmother, so she decides to create an app (应用) to help her grandmother and other people with this disease.

Her app is called Timeless. It uses facial recognition (人脸识别) technology. Alzheimer’s patients can use the app to look at photos of their friends and family.    45    
Yang got the idea after seeing how facial recognition technology is used in different areas, especially healthcare. At first, it was not easy for such a girl to do it by herself. However, she didn’t give up. Finally, a tech company (公司) was moved by her and it would help her create the app. She then worked with the tech company to create the facial recognition software that her app uses.

   46    Yang is trying to raise money through crowd funding (众筹), so she can take the next step — letting patients try a pilot version (实验版本) of the app. Though some people may think that the app is too hard for older people to use, Yang thinks it is hopeful. “If you introduce it to them in the right way, it’s actually possible (for them to use it) and it is really helpful for their lives,” she said.
