There are people living in almost every comer of our crowded planet. From the tops of mountains to deep underground, we’ve always been able to find places to make a home. But with  less space available, people have started to look even deeper for somewhere to live.
Throughout history, people have been fascinated by the idea of living underwater. More recently, the influence of human activities on the land has led people to look to the ocean for natural resources. Some have been creating, large ships, laboratories and underwater habitats (栖息地) to enable people to live and work under the sea. ‘While dreams of an underwater city have remained a fantasy (幻想) how close are we to making our home on the seabed a reality?
The pioneer of underwater living was Ian Koblick. He said that technology was already available to create underwater habitats supporting up to a hundred people. He even opened La Chalupa, once the largest and most developed underwater habitat in the world.
A more recent plan for an underwater city is Ocean Spiral. Designed by a Japanese company, it’s a huge transparent globe (透明地球仪) on the seabed. There is a tower running through it to the surface, providing space for homes, offices and even an amusement park for five thousand people.
Of course, there’re engineering challenges in building an underwater city. And living  underwater would have a great influence on the human body, especially as there is an increase in atmospheric (大气层的) pressure which could lead to the bends (弯曲). So, maybe it’s too soon to consider packing our bags and setting up a new life three thousand meters under the sea!

Chinese poet Qu Yuan once wrote the poem Tianwen. He came up with n series of questions about the sky, stars, and the world around us. The poem showed his doubts about traditional ideas and the spirit of finding the truth.
Tianwen 1, sent into space last year, is named after the poem. Its successful landing made it the second country in the world to achieve the goal. Then it will carry out scientific research on Mars’ soil, rock und water.
It is not an easy task. Experts said the difficulty of sending Tianwen l Into orbit (轨道)was like to hitting a golf ball from Paris and landing it in a hole in Tokyo. But it still couldn’t match the difficulty of the final landing period, which is also called the “nine minutes of terror (恐怖)”.
Tianwen 1 had to carry out the landing by itself because of a signal delay ( 延 迟 ) of over  10
minutes if the research team tries to control it from Earth. The drag (空气阻力) slowed it down first During this process, the surface of Tianwen 1 heated up to 2,100℃, which could melt it. Next, a
parachute (降落伞) opened to further reduce its speed. Its ropes could break due to its high speed. At
1.5 km above Mars, Tianwen 1 fired its retrorockets (反向火箭) as another way to help it slow down before finally touching down.
After this task, China plans to visit Mars again in 2028, aiming to collect soil and rocks from the surface of the planet and bring it to Earth. Around 2030, China will explore Jupiter and several planets, according to CNSA.

However, if the plastics are small enough, they can find ways into our bodies and stay there for a long time, which can be bad for our health. What’s more, earlier studies have shown that microplastics may lead to heart disease risk.
Microplastics have also been found in rivers and oceans around the world. Earlier research has found that they flow over long distances and into our oceans, hurting ecosystems along the way. They start in our wastewater, then flow into rivers and out to the sea, where they are eaten by sea animals. If people then eat these animals, it means that we’re eating the plastic as well.
