How do you spend your weekend or vacation? Do you often play mobile phones or computer games? There is an organization which is found by Sue Coppard and you can spend your weekend here.
In 1971, Sue worked in London. Although she enjoyed city life, Sue also missed the countryside where she spent most of her time as a child. So she volunteered on an organic（有机的）farm on the weekend. She got a few people to volunteer too. After that the farm managers said they could come back anytime to help out.
Sue put a small advertisement in a magazine, giving people the chance to volunteer at the organic farm. The volunteer program grew quickly, and soon other organic farmers joined in, asking for people to help out. With so many people and farms joining, someone needed to organize the different groups. 15 of the original（最初的）volunteers started WWOOF (World Wide Opportunities on Organic Farms) to help volunteers and farmers find each another. Today, at least 50 different countries have WWOOF organizations.
Now WWOOF volunteers can stay on a farm for weeks or more than 20 months at a time in exchange for hands-on farming and gardening experience. The work can be tiring, but volunteers think they’d love to do it. By working on farms, the volunteers communicate with farmers and develop a love for the outdoors and organic farming. Many travelers now use WWOOF as a way to visit new countries and experience new cultures.
WWOOF is only one of the many great volunteer opportunities available. Volunteering is something that anyone can do, and different organizations accept or even welcome volunteers. So the next time when you want to do something on the weekend or on vacation, why not look for those organizations?

Hundreds of millions of people in poor areas don’t have enough to eat. However, more than 1 billion tons of food is wasted each year, according to a new report from the UN. That’s 17% of the food produced all over the world in a year.
Experts worry about food waste because food production has a bad influence on our environment. Farming, packaging（包装）and transporting food all produce CO2. Experts say governments need to do more to encourage people to develop better eating habits. Richard Swannell, one of the experts, hopes every body could realize the importance of food. “It is too important to waste,” he says.
The good news is that quite a few countries have come up with their own solutions to this global problem.
In China, some cities have launched the N-1 model to reduce food waste in restaurants. It requires group diners to order dishes one less than the number of people. For example, if there are 10 people, they are only allowed to order 9 dishes at most. If that’s not enough, they can add more dishes later.
France has become the first country in the world to ban supermarkets from throwing away unsold food. Instead, according to the law passed in 2016, supermarket must give unsold food to food banks. Store managers caught breaking the law face serious fine.
South Korea cut down food waste by making people pay up. Its capital city Seoul has made a rule, which asks its people to pay a recycling fee（费用）for their food waste, a fee depending on the amount of waste.
What has been done by those countries is important and valuable. Awareness of the importance of saving food has been raised among people. Now, many other countries are finding useful ways of reducing food waste, too. There is much they can learn from these three countries’ efforts.

For Better Grades-Use Your Brain!
If you’re like most students, you will probably start this new school year with a resolution to study harder. Now, science can help you keep your resolution. Recent discoveries in brain research point to better ways to learn.
How does the brain save new information? Think of the last time someone told you their phone number. Could you remember that number five minutes later? Probably not! That’s because it was in your short-term memory.
Our memory actually has three parts. Sensory memory（感官记忆）takes in information from our five senses and only stays a few seconds while our brain processes it. Short-term memory works like a “holding area” for new information that’s where you keep the phone number while you dial（拨打）it. But if you can put the phone number into long term memory, you’ll still remember the same phone number next week.
When you study, you transfer（转换）new information into long-term memory. Every time we learn something new, the structure of the brain actually changes as we build new connections to information that we already know. when there are more connections to the new information, it’s easier to find it again.
Brain researchers have discovered some key points for better study. For example, make an effort, find the most important information and organize it, make the new brain connections stronger and give the new material time to soak in. If you follow these four tips, they may help you study better.
By understanding how the brain works, and following these four tips, you can make this your most successful school year ever.
