Celebrated yearly on the first Sunday of May, the fun event ___87___ by an Indian doctor, Dr. Madan Kataria.His act to make the world a happier place began in 1995, with the ___88___ of Laughter Yoga, a fitness class where yoga players exercise breathing and uncontrolled laughter.
Though the ___89___ class was attended by only 5 students, information of this fun way of exercising soon began ___90___, and in a short time, laughter yoga classes began to be held all over the world. Today, there are over 6,000 clubs that offer this class in different countries.

He worked as a chef in several hotels and restaurants in Guangzhou, Hong Kong and other cities before making up his mind to set up his own restaurant in Xiamen in 2011. In the past ten years, Greg’s Restaurant has gotten popularity and a high fame. In 2015, Louraichi was picked out as one of 1,300 chefs serving a French-style dinner from all over the world.
Louraichi is also a lover of Chinese food, especially Cantonese cuisine. In recent years, he has made some new dishes, mixing the best of France and China. As more Chinese customers want to eat dishes that look nice and comfortable while enjoying the cuisine, he is helping a number of Chinese restaurants develop creative dishes. “ I want to show that when we make Chinese food, we can also add elements (元素) of French food, Japanese food or Italian food,” he said, “Chinese people care a lot about taste, but I also want to satisfy their eyes.”
His business has been influenced by the COVID-19. “The Earth has been sick for a longtime. I hope it will get better soon. Let’s get our lives back to normal,” he said. Louraichi praised the local government for providing great prevention and control measures in Xiamen. The local people and government have given a lot of support to foreigners who have set up businesses in Xiamen during the pandemic (流行病), he added.
