When COVID-19 first began to spread across the United States, one of the biggest fights was
about face masks( {18 ).

Now, doctors and scientists around the world advise wearing a mask. But by the time this
became the common medical view it was too late. Many people had decided they would never wear a
mask. “ At the beginning, people were told wearing a mask was not helpful. ” says Jonas Kaplan, a
scientist who studies how thinking takes place in the brain( Jfigi).
