The ear has three parts: the outer ear,the middle ear and the inner ear( YHE.). The
outer ear is the part you can see. it collects () sounds around you. The sounds then
travel down to the middle ear, the inner ear and then your brain(kJig).

Your ears never stop working, even when you are asleep! In other words, your ears
continue(4k4E) hearing sounds, but you can’t hear the sounds just because your brain
ignores them.

But ears do more than hear. They help you keep balanced (SE#5£#) , too. In the innes
