Each year, Future City has a specific topic. Past topics include stormwater manage-
ment, public spaces, green energy, and so on. The 2021-2022 theme is A Waste-Free Fu-
ture.Teams will design a waste~free city. During the study they need to hand in 1,500~
word city paper 1o give a general statement (FfiiA) about the design. Besides this, they also
need to hand in a model built from recycled materials. A project plan and  video that shows
how they work together and how they present their ideas are required as well, At the same
time, teams should get ready for the QXA part with judges.
