Since it came out in 1908, Anne of Green Gables ({ £k 552 ) ) has been a favorite book of
teenagers all over the world. What it teaches us is simple ;How to be a happy and useful person.

Anne is an 11-year-old orphan( fll JL) who is from a town of Avonlea, Canada. Mathew and Marilla
own a farm and they adopt( W7#) Anne.
