	On a recent Saturday morning, an excited crowd gathered together on San Francisco’s waterfront. They were watching in amazement as bubble (气泡) artist Kurth Reis slowly drew a large bubble from his bucket (桶) and released it into the air. Several minutes later, the bubble suddenly popped. A little girl in the crowd jumped and clapped. She turned to Reis, eager for another show. The “bubble man” had succeeded once again in bringing a little bit of joy to others. 
	The 49-year-old traveled a rocky path to his new “job”. In 2018, Reis, then a deliveryman, had a serious motorcycle accident. The man had several operations. From 40 to 300 Million
	It was 2011. I was working in the local government of Perth, Western Australia. One day, I visited a recycling factory. There, I was shown how my city’s waste was sorted and how a portion of it would then get sent off for recycling. It was a complex (复杂的) and energy-intensive (耗能的) process. 
	I never seriously considered starting a global movement, but after that visit, I really wanted to do something for the environment. I tried to cut out single-use plastics for an entire calendar month in July--and encouraged my friends to do so, too. 
	Times have certainly changed. If I had started “Plastic Free July” last year, I would have been one of the many people raising awareness (意识) about plastic waste. But 11 years ago, nobody was talking about this problem, When I first asked for a drink without a straw (吸管), the waiter looked at me as if I was an alien. Now, I can easily buy a bamboo toothbrush at my local supermarket. 
	The same goes for participation (参与) levels. In the first year, there were just 40 of us in Perth. The challenge turned out to be far harder than I had thought. But by doing it together and sharing tips, we managed to reach our goals. Over the years, more and more people have joined our group. Last year, over 300 million people from 177 countries took part in “Plastic Free July”. As ordinary people, we can’t do everything, and certainly not all at once. However, there is always something that we can do. Start, for example, by just cutting out non-reusable plastic water bottles. Get this good habit in place and then take on the next challenge.
