Time flies and you will soon graduate from junior school. It might be a little sad to say goodbye to your
teachers and classmates. This same feeling was shared more than 1,000 years ago, when the Tang Dynasty
poet Wang Wei (701-761) had to say goodbye to his friend Yuan Er.

The poem begins with a beautiful morning scene. After the rain, the road is clean and free of dust, and the
willows by the hotel are fresh and green. On this morning, Yuan Er is leaving for a faraway place called

Anxi in today’s Xinjiang.

The last two lines are the most well-known. The poet invites Yuan to drink wine because he knows that
life in Anxi will be hard. Most cities in China were prosperous (Z4£[1]) during the Tang Dynasty (618-907),
but the western areas were quite desolate (577 7). Wang thought the journey to the west would be full of
difficulties.
