Red Tourism refers to visiting historical sites and places where we can see some records of China’s revolution led by the Communist Party of China from 1921 to 1949.It has become the top choice of many Chinese in recent years. Here we would like to introduce three popular red tourist cities.
★Yan’an, Shanxi
Yan’an is a holy land (圣地) of China’s Communist Party revolution. The city has as many as 140 revolutionary sites, including the Wangjiaping Revolutionary, Fenghuang Mountain and Yangjialing Revolutionary sites. It also has a number of historical sites and buildings. It’s said to be the birthplace of the Chinese nation shown by the Yellow Emperor Mausoleum Scenic Area. Besides, Hukou Waterfall is only about a 2.5-hour drive from Yan’an.
★Nanchang, Jiangxi
Nanchang is regarded as a hero city in China since it was the site of an important uprising (起义) the August 1 Nanchang Uprising of 1927. In Nanchang, there are many historical sites of the uprising that are kept in good condition. The Memorial Hall of the August 1 Nanchang Uprising is a must-visit place for a red tourist. Nanchang is also home to the over 1,000-year-old Pavilion of Prince Teng (滕王阁) .
★Zunyi, Guizhou
Zunyi is famous for the site of Zunyi Meeting. The two-floor building is located at No.96 Ziyin Road. Now, people can visit the offices and living rooms of several leaders at that time, including Zhou Enlai and Zhu De. There is also an exhibition hall, where people can see the weapons and objects used by China’s Red Army, and some sculptures (雕塑) related to China’s revolution.

Does body language depend on culture? The answer is both yes and no. In some cultures, the body language used to say hellos and goodbyes, and even to express feelings is the same. It is understood by everyone, no matter where they’re from. In other cultures, however, some body gestures are the same or similar, but they have very different meanings.
For example, count two on your fingers. If you’re British, you would be holding up your index finger (食指) and middle finger. But if you’re from other European countries, such as Germany, France and Spain, your thumb (拇指) and index finger would symbol the number. This is simple to understand, as schools in those countries teach counting starting with the thumb, while in British schools, counting starts by using the index finger.
Another example of nonverbal (非言语的) communication is touch. At times, something as simple as saying “Hello” could turn into a nightmare if one does not consider another culture’s use of touch. An accepted way of saying “Hello” in Western culture is a handshake. In India, however, if the same is done to greet an old man, perhaps someone in his 60s, you might as well dig your own grave, because by giving him a handshake, you’re calling yourself his equal. The best way to greet the old in India is by touching their feet, not by shaking their hands.
Again, not all cultures enjoy being touched at all. The Japanese hate to be touched. Instead of shaking hands, they usually bow to someone standing in front of them to greet them. Touch, like gestures, differs according to one’s culture.
So, what should we do? Try to see and learn more. If you happen to have foreign friends, you can watch the gestures they like to use, or just ask them.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]“Tang ping”, or “lying down”, has become a popular phrase among young Chinese people recently. They prefer to lie down, lower their expectations, and keep themselves away from competition in society.
Some argue that young people’s idea of “tang ping” means being irresponsible (不负责任的) for their parents and the society. However, it’s no good criticizing the young for “lying down” before finding out why they choose to do so.
The stronger competition for a good college, the long working hours, and the rising house prices have made many young people tired. Some even believe no matter how hard they try, they will fail. Under such great pressure (压力) why not lie down in the first place?
Such voices show how the young people in Chinese society may have different ideas of life. “Tang ping” also serves as a warning against the country turning into a low-desire society, as has happened in Japan. There people are so worried about an uncertain future that they do not want to buy or have many things. Even with much money, they would rather save than spend. And that can get in the way of the country’s development.
It’s good that the government is looking for ways to help the young. In recent years, China has put efforts into lowering housing prices and providing public rental housing for the young.
The definition (定义) of success should be diverse (多样的) rather than simply be connected with money and fame. People from all walks of life should be treated fairly. Compared with some who choose to lie down, there are more young people who choose to work for their dreams. No matter what they do, they are respectable as they live on their own, support their family, and contribute to the society with their work.
