	42,195 kilometres in a Marathon（马拉松）
The story began with an ancient Greek soldier Pheidippides. Once his country won a big war（战争） and he carried the good news from Marathon to Athens. He ran so fast that he died after telling people the news. To remember Pheidippides, people held the first modern marathon in the first Olympic Games in 1896. It was about 40 km from Marathon to Athens. But race organizers for the 1908 Olympic Games in London wanted to add something special. They made it 42,195 km. And since 1924 the number 42,195 has been kept in marathon.

	28 Days in February
Before the calendar（历法）we use today, one of the first Roman calendars had only 304 days and ten months（March through December）, with six months of 30 days and four of 31 days. The second king of Rome changed the old calendar. He added 50 days for January and February. To make the new months longer, he took one day from each of the 30-day months, and then made 56 days to divide between, January and February（28 days each）. Later January was given one more day to add up to 355 days a year, but February still had 28 days. That’s how it became the shortest month and it stayed that way ever since.

Every year, the word’s best minds create new invention that make our lives easier and more interesting. Here are some best inventions listed by Time magazine. 
Photo taking drone(无人机)
Spark is a camera drone. It can fly above your head and take photos. A Chinese company called DJI made it. It is very small. When folded, it is as small as a can of soda. Like other drones, you can control it with a remote control. But you can also control it with hand gestures. 
This is the coolest part. Put your hand close to your face. Spark is ready to take a photo of you when its red light flashes. Then, put your hand down. After a few seconds, the photo is taken. With hand gestures, taking photos is very convenient. 
Hospital robot Moxi 
Nurses are busy with many things during a typical workday. It can be hard for nurses to make time for their most important task：interacting(互动) with their patients. The company Diligent Robotics has built a hospital robot called Moxi. It can help nurses do non-patient-facing tasks so that they have more time for patient care. 
Moxi has an arm to reach and a gripper(抓爪) to pick up things. It can move around easily. It is able to finish tasks one by one on its own. After testing Moxi for one year, the company plans to send Moxi to more US hospitals by the end of 2020. 
Smart hand 
People use artificial intelligence(AI) in many ways. The company Brain Robotics used it to make a smart prosthetic(假体的) hand. With its AI software, the hand can “learn” from its user and vice versa(反之亦然). This kind of learning helps the hand work like a real hand. The more it is used, the more lifelike it will be. 
The hand is cheaper than other prosthetic hands thanks to the use of 3D printing. Each hand is printed to fit the user correctly. Users don’t have to pay for extra doctor visits.

Even after studying English for many years, many students in China feel their English is still not very good. We have to ask why?
Part of the problem is that it simply takes a long time to learn any foreign language. You have to learn a new grammar, and thousands of new words. It also takes a lot of practice to develop speaking, listening, reading and writing skills in a new language. So learning any foreign language often takes years. 
This is true if you are learning a language that is very different from your own. Germans can learn English quickly because German grammar is similar to English grammar in some ways, and also because the two languages share much of the same vocabulary. However, the grammar and vocabulary of Chinese is quite different from that of English, and this makes it harder for Chinese people to learn English. 
However, the bigger problem lies more in the way Chinese students study English. Actually the real goal of many students in China is not to learn English—instead, their real goal is to pass English exams. So most of their time and attention is focused on doing well on exams rather than on learning. When the exam is over, students often forget what they learned, and then they ignore their English study until the next test comes along. 
While studying for tests may help students learn English, passing tests is not the same thing as learning English. If students are to actually learn English well, their focus needs to be on building English language skills, not just on passing tests.

Even after studying English for many years, many students in China feel their English is still not very good. We have to ask why?
Part of the problem is that it simply takes a long time to learn any foreign language. You have to learn a new grammar, and thousands of new words. It also takes a lot of practice to develop speaking, listening, reading and writing skills in a new language. So learning any foreign language often takes years. 
This is true if you are learning a language that is very different from your own. Germans can learn English quickly because German grammar is similar to English grammar in some ways, and also because the two languages share much of the same vocabulary. However, the grammar and vocabulary of Chinese is quite different from that of English, and this makes it harder for Chinese people to learn English. 
However, the bigger problem lies more in the way Chinese students study English. Actually the real goal of many students in China is not to learn English—instead, their real goal is to pass English exams. So most of their time and attention is focused on doing well on exams rather than on learning. When the exam is over, students often forget what they learned, and then they ignore their English study until the next test comes along. 
While studying for tests may help students learn English, passing tests is not the same thing as learning English. If students are to actually learn English well, their focus needs to be on building English language skills, not just on passing tests.
