How to Be Safe Alone

Being alone at home or outside the house, especially if it’s a new experience, can be scary.
But don’t worry. With a few tips below, you’ll be prepared to face the situations all by yourself.

Tip 1 Keep a key with you at all times.

Keep the key with you all the time. Keep it in a safe place, such as your wallet or inner
pocket. Make sure you don’t lose it. You don’t want to get locked out of the house on a day when
your parents wont be back until late. But don’t leave it outside your house (e. g. under the
doormat or in the garden) — someone could find it easily and break into the house.

Tip 2 Have a list of phone numbers.

If you lose your cellphone or the battery ( EEjlil) dies, you don’t want to realize you can’t
remember the number to call your dad at work. Put the phone list somewhere important, maybe
where you keep your key. Besides your parents’ phone numbers, you should have at least three of
others’.

Tip 3 Keep emergency ( '£4 ) money with you.

Don’t keep too much money with you. Twenty dollars should be fine at home, but outside of
the home alone, you may not want to carry more than five dollars. It’s all about safety. Discuss with
your parents how much money you should have with you.

Tip 4 Always have a backup plan.

Unfortunately, things do go wrong sometimes. In such a sudden situation, not being prepared
can be scary, even dangerous. Discuss with your parents and neighbors about what you should do

in emergency situations that may happen. Find the fastest way to get help.

Watching livestreaming ( E{#& 1Y) shows
has become part of their lives. At the same time, traditional culture has found a bigger stage online.
On video platforms such as Tik Tok and Bilibili, many traditional artists are starting to livestream.
Some of them sing Peking Opera, some show their folk handicrafts, while others perform calligraphy
(F5%) or Chinese classical music. A growing number of young people are starting to become more
aware of and interested in traditional culture because of livestreaming.

Peking Opera

Li Jun is a laosheng (old male role) Peking Opera performer with the Shanghai Jingju Theater
Company. During the outbreak, the 59-year-old man took up his smartphone and started
livestreaming.

Crosstalk

Gao Xiaopan is a 35-year-old crosstalk performer. He is the founder of the Hip-Hop Crosstalk
Club in Beijing, which is popular for its offline shows. But due to the outbreak, he has moved its
crosstalk shows online.

During a show on Tik Tok, Gao not only showed traditional crosstalk techniques (4% A ), but
also added new elements ( JGZ ). The show attracted more than 1.2 million people to watch at the
same time, which would be impossible in theaters.

Traditional Clothing

On March 26th, the third China Huafu Day, Bilibili livestreamed a huafu show. Performers
presented clothes in traditional Chinese styles, including those from the Wei, Tang and Ming
dynasties. During the show, viewers not only enjoyed looking at the clothes, but also watched how
performers used ancient styles of make-up. For example, one blogger taught people how to draw the
guiye eyebrow, which was a typical make-up style during the Tang Dynasty.
