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Reading is fun! You must want to learn more about the texts while reading. One way
is by finding out the theme ( 4 ) of the texts.

It is the "big idea" that runs through the text and connects the characters and events. It
is also what the writer wants to tell us through the story. Sometimes the theme of a text
isn’t told directly. You have to use clues (2% ) to find it out. Themes can be ideas like
family, friendship and so on. The theme might be one word or an idea such as "Friendship
is important." The following steps may help you find out the theme of a text.

Read through the whole text quickly

Usually characters change as the story goes on, so the theme you get at the beginning
might not be true at the end! So you need to read through the whole text first.

Find out the clue

After reading the whole text, try to answer the following questions. What events
happened? What was the problem? How did the problem get solved? How did the
character(s) change? What did the character(s) learn? The answers may help you get the
clues.

Get the big idea

Read it again to get the purpose of the text. When you read, think of the following
questions. Was most of the plot (H ¥ ) around friendship? Did the characters solve

problems with their families? Did the main character learn the importance of friendship? If

one of the answers is "yes", you may get the big idea.
Check out the big idea
If you“ve found a "big idea", go through the text to find the evidence that supports this
idea. For example, if there was only one small problem with a character’s family, then
"family" might not be the theme. You might find more evidence for other themes.

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In a digital age, we almost never write things by hand. However, the fact is that writing
brings lots of good. Choosing handwriting leads to better learning and memory than using a
keyboard.

For example, when you write your shopping list or notes by hand, you simply
remember what you write better after some time. That’s because the brain is much more

active when writing by hand than when typing (475 ) on a keyboard.
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Why is that? While you are writing, many senses are waken up by pressing a pen on paper,
seeing the letters or characters written, and hearing the sound made. These sense experiences build
connection between different parts of the brain, opening the brain up for learning.

The hand movements (3} 4F ) used to form the shapes of letters or characters are helpful in
several ways. If you use a keyboard, you use the same movement for each letter. Writing by hand

requires control of your fine motor (Hram#h4E) skills and senses. It’s important to put the brain in a

learning state as often as possible.
It is clear that learning to draw and write at an early age is important, especially at school.
Learning to write by hand is a bit slower process (if#2), but it’s very necessary for children to go
through the tiring period of learning to write by hand. You might use a keyboard to write an article,
but you should take notes by hand during a class.
