Well, it really
can—you just can't hear it. Plants let out sounds when they are under stress, a new study
finds.

Plants have stress when they start to dry(Z%-F) out or when someone cuts(Y] %) them.
Happy plants make few sounds, the study says. When plants don’t have any stress, they are
very quiet. But why can't we hear their sounds? This is because the sounds are far too high for
us. We usually hear up to about 16 Kilohertz(F ## %% ). These plant sounds start from around
40 kilohertz up to around 80. But some animals can hear these sounds.

The researchers{® % i ) use microphones(i% f& ) to record bealthy and stressed tomato
plants, and then they use a machine to learn the different sounds between unstressed plants,
thirsty plants and cut plants. After the study, the team finds that stressed plants make more
sounds than unstressed plants.
